Important Notice Re Schemes

Applicants who successfully complete the 100 hours course will be awarded a *FETAC Level 5 Specific Purpose Certificate in

Animal and Crop Production, while successful completion of the 80 hours course leads to the award of a *FETAC Level 6 Specific

Purpose Certificate in Farm Business. Holders of both of these *FETAC certificates are eligible, as a transferee, for the

Scheme of Early Retirement.

Those under 35 years of age, but born before 1 January 1975, and who hold both of these *FETAC certificates satisfy the

qualifications requirement for other Schemes, eg Young Farmer Installation Scheme (YFIS), the Farm Improvement Scheme

(FIS), including additional Investment Aid and Milk Production Partnership. Holders of a non-agricultural qualification (at level 6

or higher), born after 1 January 1975 will also satisfy the qualification requirements for these schemes by successfully

completing the 100 and 80 hours courses.

Note: As and from 1 April 2008, the *FETAC certificates for the 100 hours and 80 hours courses do not satisfy the

qualifications requirement for Stamp Duty Relief on transfers of land to Young Trained Farmers.
