Macroom

Doonbeg

Rossmore

Ground conditions good, cows out full time, grazing out well.

Castleisland

Cow housed fulltime until last Thursday, out by day up yo Suday, out fulltime since. Ground tender, surplus grass cut this week for silage.

Crossmolina

Beef farm. Ground conditions were very poor, all animals housed last week, out on-off grazing this week.

Swans Cross

Grazing conditions have improved but grass supply tight so over half cows goused at night to stretch out grass supply.
